
Color Notes for “Tiffany at 15 months” Paper Doll:

All these clothes were actually worn by my daughter Tiffany during the spring and 
summer of 1986. If you wish to duplicate the colors of the real clothes, they are 
described below.

camp shirt:	 white, with bright green, yellow, orange and red fruit

shorts:	 orange-yellow (school-bus color)

print dress:	 medium salmon pink with dark salmon pink flowers and teal green 
flower stems & petals, white detachable undercollar, and dark salmon 
pink smocking thread. worn with white tights and pink kid shoes.

bubble-suit:	 pale pink textured weave, with white cat applique and pale pink 
appliqued bow. cat face and applique borders in medium pink satin 
stitch.

Biobottom:	 cream with rainbow-colored zig-zag stitching around legs and waist

sundress:	 light blue with red heart and bow appliques, cream bear applique

T-shirt:	 light pink

overalls:	 navy with white stripes

sailor dress:	 white dress and sleeves, with navy sleeve-band, navy square collar, and 
navy border at hem. white trim on border and collar. red and white 
striped collar inset. red bow. worn with white socks with navy anchor 
trim and black patent shoes. (I wanted to find red patent but couldn't.)

swimsuit:	 white, with bright green piping, red and yellow flowers, and green 
stems & petals

bathrobe:	 white with green bias-tape border trim

sneakers:	 butter yellow soles, sides, & tongue with pink velcro tabs and pink 
ankle trim. various pastel socks.
